The Compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and the Rules made there under
relating to voting through electronic means (by remote e-voting) and voting by use of polling
papers by the shareholders on the resolutions contained in the Nofice of the AGM of the
Company is the responsibility of the Management. My responsibility as a Scrutinizer is to ensure
that the voting process both through electronic means and by use of polling papers at the
